This
collection started in high school when he was given a Dumbo Disney elephant
from a teacher. Most of his elephants were gifts and Mr. Anderson could recall
for any listener the details surrounding each gift and the giver. His home was
full of these memories that represented the people who he loved and who
loved him. In June 2009 Mr. Anderson moved to Covenant Village of Turlock



and after living alone for many years he was delighted to be surrounded by
people. Each day was a great adventure for him as he made new friends. He
was full of joy and let that joy and his engaging sense of humor delight
everyone he was around.
