Mrs. Lueth was active as a homemaker and involved in church and
community and school activities. She was a member of the Turlock Tuesday
Reading Club since 1950, and, also a member of the Stanford Alumni
Association, the California Retired Teachers Association and the Stanford
Women of the San Joaquin Valley. She was also a registered member of the



Cat Fanciers Association since 1970, and active in breeding, raising and
showing Persian cats and kittens.

Mrs. Lueth is survived by her son, Jonathan Lueth of Modesto, and her nieces
Clare Porter of Alameda and Constance Stephens of Yakima, Washington.
She was preceded in death by her parents, her brothers, EImo Carlson and
Delmar Carlson and her husband Dorwin Lueth in 2000.

Park in Turlock California.
